
1. Further improvements at St Dominic’s Square take 

place including benches being repaired,  new plant  

boxes installed & general painting work completed.

2. Council Volunteering Scheme launched to enable 

residents to become volunteers &help shape 

&improve their communities.

3. Community Centre’s and Hubs continue to  provide a 

wide range of activities and celebration events e.g. 

the Mayors Bowls, Royal Wedding party and 

programme of ‘Your Say, Your Way’ summer festivals.  

4. After a successful first event earlier in the year, 

another ‘What’s Stopping You’ event  to help 

residents with advice and support on careers/ CV, job 

applications, housing and benefits, and training, is 

being held at Lewsey Festival on 25Th June.

5. Community Notice Boards erected in 5 locations 

around the area to ensure that residents are kept 

informed of events, services and initiatives in their 

areas. 

6. Pfizer Health Bus visits Hockwell & Challney 

Community Centres to respond to health priorities of 

residents. 

7. Environmental improvements continue with funding 

bids underway to help improve Chaul End Open 

Space and Lewsey Park as well as additional work 

being undertaken to improve the Hockwell Orchid .
