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LUTON BOROUGH COUNCIL'S LOCAL REQUIREMENTS FOR

THE GRANT OF APPROVAL
1.
There must be adequate and sufficient access for disabled people both to the approved premises and from the entrance to the approved premises to the room(s) in which ceremonies of marriage and civil partnership will be solemnised.

2.
The premises must provide sufficient toilet facilities (including toilet facilities for disabled people) for both males and females within reasonable proximity to the room(s) in which ceremonies of marriage and civil partnership will be solemnised.

3.
The room(s) in which ceremonies of marriage and civil partnership will be solemnised must be adequately heated.

4.
The lighting in the room(s) in which ceremonies of marriage and civil partnership will be solemnised must be adequate.

5.
There must be at least two car parking spaces available at least one hour prior to any ceremony of marriage      or civil partnership for use by the Superintendent Registrar and Registration staff and, in addition, at least two car parking spaces available for use by the couple to be married or entering into a civil partnership and those attending the ceremony.

6.  
There must be suitable access and egress from the car parking spaces made available for use by the couple to be married or entering into a civil partnership to the main entrance to the building.  The access and egress must be by way of a hard surface such as concrete, tarmac, asphalt or similar surface.  Access over bare ground or grass will not be considered suitable.

7.
The Equality Act (Sexual Orientation) Regulations 2007 require providers of goods, facilities and services to ensure that they are not treating their customers unfairly on the grounds of sexual orientation.  If the holder of an approval is deemed by the local authority to discriminate on the grounds of the sexuality of the couple the Council reserves the right to revoke this approval.
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
