NOTICE OF MAKING A GATING ORDER

SECTION 129A HIGHWAYS ACT 1980

ALLEY TO THE REAR OF

1 – 15 AND 16 – 29 WHITWELL CLOSE, LUTON

Notice is hereby given that Luton Borough Council has on the 7th day of June 2010 made a Gating Order under Section 129A of the Highways Act 1980 and of all other enabling powers for the purpose of reducing crime and anti-social behaviour.

The effect of the Order will be to restrict the public right of way over the lengths of highway at the rear of Whitwell Close, Luton from the rear of Number 1 Whitwell Close to the rear of Number 15 Whitwell Close and from the rear of Number 16 Whitwell Close to the rear of Number 29 Whitwell Close, as shown on the plan referred to in the Order.  The restrictions will apply at all times during the period 1st September to 23rd December, 1st January to the Friday before Good Friday, the Monday after Easter Monday to 31st May and 7th June to 7th July in each year.

The Order will exempt any person who lives in premises adjoining the highway, emergency services personnel, statutory undertakers, utility providers and persons acting in their capacity as officers of the Council.

The alternative route for pedestrians in respect of the length of highway at the rear of Numbers 1-15 Whitwell Close is available by using Quantock Rise, Whitwell Close and the highway between Numbers 15 and 16 Whitwell Close as shown on the order plan.  The alternative route for pedestrians in respect of the length of highway at the rear of Numbers 16-29 Whitwell Close is available by using the highway between Numbers 15 and 16 Whitwell Close, Whitwell Close and the highway between Number 29 Whitwell Close and the front of Numbers 30-33 Whitwell Close as shown on the order plan.

The Order is set out in the Schedule below.

A copy of the Order together with a plan showing the lengths of highway affected is available for inspection at the Central Depot, Kingsway, Luton, LU4 8AN between the hours of 9.00am and 4.30pm Monday to Friday.

Anyone wishing to question the validity of the Order or of any of the provisions contained therein on the grounds that the Council had no power to make it or that any requirement under Part 8A of the Act has not been complied with in relation to the Order may within six weeks from the date on which the Order is made apply to the High Court for this purpose.

The Council of the Borough of Luton in exercise of its power under Section 129A of the Highways Act 1980 ("the Act") and all other enabling powers and being satisfied that the conditions set out in Section 129A of the Act have been met hereby makes the following Order.

1.
This Order shall come into operation on the 21st day of June 2010 and may be cited as The Borough of Luton (Alley to the rear of 1-15 and 16–29 Whitwell Close) Gating Order (No. 1) 2010.

2.
Except as provided in Article 3 of this Order no person shall use the public right of way over the lengths of the highway described in Part 1 of the Schedule to this Order and shown on the plan annexed to this Order at any time during the periods of 1st September to 23rd December, 1st January to the Friday before Good Friday, the Monday after Easter Monday to 31st May and 7th June to 7th July in each year.

3.
The restriction in Article 2 shall not apply to any person who lives in premises adjoining the lengths of highway and anyone authorised by them or to any business premises adjoining the lengths of highway or to any Police, Ambulance or Fire Service personnel acting in pursuance of statutory powers or duties, persons acting in their capacity as officers of the Council or anyone authorised by the Council or to any statutory undertaker, gas, electricity, water or communication provider requiring access to their apparatus situated in the highway.

4.
The alternative route for pedestrians and vehicles affected by this Order is by using the public right of way over the highway described in Part 2 of the Schedule to this Order and shown on the plan annexed to this Order.

5.
The Council is satisfied that the conditions set out in Section 129A(3) of the Act have been met in relation to this Order.

6.
The installation, operation and maintenance of lockable gates to enforce the restriction of public rights of way is hereby authorised.

7.
Maintenance and operation of the gates will be the responsibility of Luton Borough Council.  If you need to contact the Council regarding the gates please telephone Vicky Hayes, Community Safety Team  on (01582) 556629.

8.
This Order will be available for inspection at the Central Depot, Kingsway, Luton, LU4 8AN for a period of one year from 7th June, 2010 and will be published on the Council's website.

9.
This Order will be registered in the Register of Gating Orders at the offices of the Community Safety Team, Central Depot, Kingsway, Luton, LU4 8AN and a copy of the Order will be available to members of the public or payment of a reasonable charge.
