The majority of data on the 2001 Census has now been released from the Office for National Statistics, and the Research and Intelligence Team have published a number of different outputs and reports via public folders and the Internet to external users.

We appreciate that there are a number of different publications available, and therefore this guide attempts to provide some information on the area and depth of each paper.  Hopefully, this will assist everyone to find the information they require in a timely and efficient manner.
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Profile Papers (Luton, East of England, England & Wales, and Wards) contain actual and percentage figures only, on key indicators such as age structure, ethnicity, economic activity, qualifications.

Luton in 2001 Paper contains actual and percentage figures, with the above plus some further analysis of living arrangements, country of birth, religion, socio-economic group, and health/unpaid care.

Audit Family Profile contains key indicators, text and graphical representation of the main areas of comparison between Luton and its Audit Family.

Theme Papers comprise more in-depth analysis of a given topic and include references to differences within Wards, regionally and nationally, thus providing important insights into the make-up of Luton.
