NOTICE is hereby given that Luton Borough Council, the Highway Authority for the said Borough, with the consent of Central Bedfordshire Council and the Chief Officer of Police intends to make the above Orders under the relevant provisions of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (as amended), The Luton Dunstable Translink Order 2006 and all other enabling powers.

The general purpose of the Order is to introduce restrictions on the Busway and associated access routes between Blackburn Road in Houghton Regis and Kimpton Road in Luton and including the public transport interchange area adjacent to Luton Central Railway Station.
The general nature and effect of the Orders will be to:-

1. introduce various lengths of bus only and associated routes in Luton, Dunstable and Houghton Regis.

2. introduce a 20mph speed limit on the Busway and public transport interchange area adjacent to Luton Central Railway Station between Guildford Street and Church Street, Luton.
3. Introduce a 30mph speed limit on the Busway and associated routes of various lengths within Luton, Dunstable and Houghton Regis.
4. introduce a 50mph speed limit on the Busway and associated routes of various lengths within Luton, Dunstable and Houghton Regis.
5. revoke existing one way reference to Chaul End Lane Service Road, Luton in Schedule1 (One Way Streets) of The Borough of Luton (Traffic Management) Order 2011 and Introduce a new reference;
