learning from Serious Case Reviews and consider the safety of the culture within the organisations they 

work.

 implement the safeguarding and child protection procedures for the organisation in order to 

safeguard children 

 reflect upon the features of a safer organizational cultures and their role within it 

 describe the processes involved in managing an allegation or concern and demonstrate 

understanding of the roles within the multi-agency process
