The Marston Vale is an area in transition. A few decades ago it
was an industrial landscape dominated by chimneys, active
through brickmaking.

The last brickworks closed in 2008 and slowly, trees are replacing
chimneys as the landscape regenerates to become the Forest of
Marston Vale.
